SCOPE OF WORK

1. Contractor agrees to provide to the Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CAL FIRE) El Dorado County
Cooperative Wildland Fire Prevention Strategy services as described herein:

Contractor shall provide all materials, labor, equipment, tools, permits, taxes and fees to conduct the required CEQA
on state responsibility area and NEPA on federal responsibility area to facilitate fuels reduction type treatments to
achieve the following three goals: Resilient landscapes, Fire adapted communities, and Safe and Effective wildfire

response.
The Agreement may be amended to increase services at the rate(s) specified in Exhibit B.
CAL FIRE has the right to extend this agreement for 1 year by amendment at the same terms, conditions and costs.

2. The services shall be provided at several locations, Georgetown Divide RCD offices at 100 Forni Road, Placerville,
CA and out in the field as described in the SOW, One location is the Camino/Pollack Pines shaded fuel break from

Slab Creek Dam to the Pony Express Trail along the South Fork of the American River Canyon rim. Second, from
Icehouse Road to Echo Summit on the north side of the Highway 50 corridor.

BACKGROUND

On July 14, 2016 a Supplemental Project Agreement (SPA) was entered into by and between CAL FIRE, hereinafter
referred to as "the State," and the USDA, Forest Service, REGION 5, ELDORADO NATIONAL FOREST, hereinafter
referred to as the "U.S. Forest Service," under the authority of the Agricultural Act of 2014, Pub. L. 113-79, section 8206,
(Good Neighbor Authority) and CA Stats. Public Resources Code, Division 4, Part 2, Chapter 10. Protections of Forest
and Lands {4671-4750.7) and Article 5; Forest Insect and Plant Disease Control under the provisions of Master Good
Neighbor Agreement #16-GN- 11052021-201. The CFDA for this agreement is 10.691.

Only authorized forest, rangeland, and watershed restoration services are allowed under the SPA which includes activities
to treat insect and disease infected trees; activities to reduce hazardous fuels; and any other activities to restore or
improve forest, rangeland , and watershed health, including fish, and wildlife habit. Services not allowed under the SPA
includes construction, reconstruction, repair, or restoration of paved or permanent roads or parking areas and
construction, alteration, repair, or replacement of public buildings or works; as well as projects in wilderness areas,
wilderness study areas, and lands where removal of vegetation is prohibited or restricted. Road maintenance and
construction and decommissioning of temporary roads necessary to implement restoration or improvement projects are

allowed.

PROJECT SUMMARY

The South Fork American River (SOFAR) Watershed was proposed for implementing the national cohesive strategy
because of the many values at risk threatened by complex fire issues associated with drought, climate change, fuel
loading, insects and disease. Communities, infrastructure, private timber, water, power, recreation, protected species, and

fire frequency are all reasons that this watershed is a high priority for collaborative action.

The SOFAR Cohesive Strategy is an All-Lands Wildland Fire Management Strategy for the South Fork American River
Watershed which has three goeals:

1. Resilient Landscapes.

2. Fire Adapted Communities.

3. Safe and Effective Wildfire Response.
